Designed for individuals with minimal or moderate amount of riding experience that are operating with a learner’s
permit. Students must provide a street legal, insured and fully registered bike.

ADVANCED SIDECAR AND TRIKE MoToORCYCLE OPERATION

The Advanced Sidecar/Trike class is a two day (8/12 Hour) course for riders with previous Sidecar/Trike experience.
Students must provide their own Sidecar or Trike with proof of liability insurance to take this course. Students' rigs will
be subject to a safety inspection, to verify they are safe to use during the course. Classroom discussion will cover topics
on Operating a Three-Wheeled Vehicle, Defensive Driving, Driving in Traffic, Roads, and Alcohol and Drugs. The on
range exercises will cover advanced braking, cornering, evasive maneuvers, and the handling characteristics that are
unique to the three-wheel motorcycle." Class will consist of evening hours of classroom theory followed by a day long
range driving experience and instruction time.

At the end of the course experienced students will be able to:

* Recognize basic and advanced procedures needed for safe trike/sidecar operations

* Know the motorcycle operational parts to check for vehicle safety inspections

* Practice the applied hands-on differences involved in driving a three wheel motorcycle
* Gain practical tips on how to help others practicing safe three wheel driving techniques

SEWING: WINDOW TREATMENTS AND DECORATIVE PIiLLOWS

This course is designed for the homeowner or collector who needs to know what their belongings are really worth. The
course also serves as a continuing education class for insurance, legal or financial professionals who must understand an
industry compliant appraisal and who rely upon the value conclusions of expert appraisers. There are two informative
lecture demonstrations (2 hours each day) followed by an exciting hands-on workshop. The 2.5 hour workshop will allow
participating students to have one item appraised and to better understand how appraisers work on site to value
property.

WEALTH MANAGEMENT: BUILDING THE FOUNDATION
Learn an overview on the basis of financial planning principles and investing along with exploring in more detail other
topics such as, Wealth Management strategies in retirement, and much more.

JoB HUNTING AND PREPARATION
Learn skills to assist you in preparing a resume and a cover letter, conducting a job hunt, dressing and preparing for an

interview, after interview follow-up, company research and so much more.

REAL ESTATE
REAL ESTATE PRE-LICENSING
This 60 hour course is the first step for those who want to list, sell, purchase, exchange, lease, or dispose of real estate

for others in the state of South Carolina. To qualify for licensure you must be at least 18 years of age, have a satisfactory
credit report, be a high school graduate or a recipient of a certificate of equivalency (GED), have proof of completion of
at least 60 hours of approved classroom instruction, receive a passing score on the state exam. Topics to be discussed
are real estate sales, real property law, agency, federal/state laws and regulations, pricing of real property, contracts,
finance and mathematics.

PROPERTY MANAGEMENT



30 hours of education required by the South Carolina Real Estate Commission to receive a Property Management
License. Topics include laws affecting property management, rental agreements, tenant relations after leasing and
insurance.

BROKER A-BROKER MANAGEMENT
30 hours of 150 hours required to become a Broker (90 hours required for the salesperson's license may be used). In

addition to the hours, you will need three years of experience with a salesperson's license and pass a state broker's
exam. This course covers short and long range planning, operating a real estate brokerage, liability of a broker for torts
of agents; trust accounting, contracts, and ethics.

BROKER B-BROKER EXAM PREPARATION
30 hours of the 150 hours required to become a broker (90 hours required for the salesperson's license may be used). In

addition to the hours, you will need three years of experience with a salesperson's license and pass a state broker's
exam. This course will cover real property law; agency, federal, and state laws; regulations; pricing of real property;
contracts; finance; math; and closing statements.

PosT LICENSING
The Post-Licensing (PL) course consists of five 6-hour courses that are designed to be interactive and presented via

multi-media. Each of the courses PL1-PL5 can be completed in one day, so the entire 30 hours can be done in one
calendar week. Successfully completing these five 6-hour Post Licensing courses completely meets the new
requirements developed by the South Carolina LLR Real Estate Commission and will get you on your way to success in
your chosen profession of real estate!

PL1 AGENCY AND PROPERTY DISCLOSURE
This course explains the key points of agency and property disclosures as required by federal and state laws. Make sure

you don’t have problems when you have to respond to consumer inquiries. Learn how to design a disclosure procedure
and demonstrate the appropriate behavior and documentation that keeps you and the consumer safe!

PL2 REAL ESTATE CONTRACTS
Take this course to help yourself and your consumer! Learn how to critique contracts you receive, analyze and complete

offers to purchase and explain the common provisions of real estate contracts for your client and customer.

PL3 ETHICS AND REAL ESTATE
Nothing is worse than doing something wrong on purpose - unless it’s doing something wrong by accident. Ethics and

Real Estate helps you identify situations involving real estate ethics, assess the facts of the situation, explain the ethical
choices involved, and be able to state the reasoning behind the choice made.

PL4 MEASUREMENTS AND VALUATION
One of the leading causes of complaints, and law suits, by consumers is inaccurate measurement and valuation of a

property. Learn how to make sure you don’t make a mistake when doing the basic calculations used in measuring
property. Learn to accurately measure specific examples and then use comparable figures to perform market analysis
on the property.

PL5 FAIR HousING
Fair Housing isn’t just a good idea. It's the Law! Make sure you understand the latest regulations and guidelines about

working with individuals of all groups. You can make sure your advertising brings you additional business. Develop
procedures that offer proof of your intentions and builds evidence that you are doing things the right way!

MANDATORY CONTINUING EDUCATION
CECO04002 FAIR HOusING - IT's THE LAw

This four-hour core course covers the state and federal Fair Housing laws. The class covers case studies to help the
company become better able to deal with the consumer's needs as well as advertising verbiage enabling agents to



create fair and equal advertisements. The course will cover some unintentional violations and the most common
complaints from consumers. It will help you understand how to qualify consumers using equal service reports and
maintain good records. Agents will be better able to handle difficult questions and/or statements in the future.

CECO04008 EFFECTIVE BUYER REPRESENTATION
Buyer representation is a real estate practice that is sweeping the country and demands further education, training and

professional certification. To earn your ABR designation you must complete this fifteen hour core or elective course
covering understanding agency, service delivery, marketing and promotion, negotiating and office policy, pass the exam,
be a member of the National Association of REALTORS and the Real Estate Buyer Agent Council, document five closed
transactions in which you served as a buyer agent and acquire recommendations from two buyer clients.

CEEOO0O4014 SELECTING PROPERTY AND PRESENTING OFFERS
This four-hour core course is geared to increase a salesperson’s competence and skill in selecting properties to show

potential buyers and in conducting demonstrations of these properties thus facilitating the buyer’s decision to purchase
a specific property that will satisfy their needs. Once you have learned to select and demonstrate, this course will
increase your work competence and productivity in negotiating offers by showing how to work efficiently and effectively
with sellers and buyers to achieve a satisfactory result for all.

CECO04029 CoNTRACTS- WHAT You DoN’T KNow CAN HURT You
This four-hour core course will cover the elements of real estate contracts, how to write contingencies, how to fill in an

offer to purchase, how to handle counter offers, and how to stay within the law as a real estate agent regarding
contracts. The course will also increase your competence and productivity in contract preparation and presentation.

CECO04032 LEcAL UPDATE - STATE & FEDERAL LAwWS
This four-hour core course will discuss the benefits of setting reputation standards, describe the process for identifying

and prioritizing laws, list the elements of effective education, list the steps in the legal process and overcome barriers in
the goal setting process. These activities will be converted into repercussions that need to be understood to reach our
goal. This course concludes with an overview of all of the applicable rules and regulations that effect real estate in SC
and federal laws such as Anti-Trust and Fair Housing.

CECO0O04034 ETHICALLY SPEAKING
This four-hour core Professional Standards Ethics course provides both MCE credit and the required Ethics training by

the National Association of REALTORS. “Effective January 1, 2001, through December 31, 2004, and for successive four
year periods thereafter, REALTORS are required to complete quadrennial ethics training of not less than two hours and
thirty minutes of instructional time.” This course will cover legal and ethical training as well as violations and penalties of
the Code of Ethics. We will involve case studies and outcomes relating them to the Professional Standards of Practice.
You will be involved in a mock hearing in order to fully understand the order of process when the Code of Ethics is
violated.

CEEOO0O4003 TRusST AccouNT MONEY-WHAT To Do WiITH IT
This four-hour elective course will train licensees in properly establishing and maintaining an escrow/trust account. It

will walk them through the procedures of setting up an office, developing proper record keeping, and being prepared for
SC REC audits. Agents will leave the classroom understanding the requirements for record keeping, knowing how to
create a paper trail, and knowing the correct way to account for customers' and clients' monies. This course covers
setting up a general ledger, sub-ledgers for buyers, sellers, landlords, and tenants.

CEEOO0O4028 SELLER REPRESENTATION-MORE THAN A SIGN AND A PRAYER
This four-hour elective course will help you develop knowledge, skills and tools necessary to plan and deliver listing

presentations so that you can increase your listing inventory and provide the consumer with the best services possible.
We will cover measuring a property and preparation of a CMA. It will also provide the knowledge and skill necessary to



market a listing to bring about a sale in as short a period as possible while providing the seller with the best pricing
strategy.

CECO18003 SC RESIDENTIAL LANDLORD & TENANT AcCT
This class represents 6 - hours of core or elective. Abide by the laws of the state of South Carolina governing property

management. This Real Estate Commission approved course includes terms and conditions of the rental agreement,
prohibited provisions in rental agreements, security deposits, prepaid rent, discloser, access, limitation of liability,
tenant & landlord remedies, wrongful failure to provide essential services, failure to pay rent, distress proceeding, and
holdover remedies.

APPRAISAL Courses (OLD APPRAISAL COURSES)
L-1 PRINCIPLES OF REAL ESTATE APPRAISAL

The student will acquire a better understanding of appraisals, highest and best use of properties, and how forces,
factors, and principles affect value. Fair market value and how it is used will be covered. In addition, you will write
short-form residential reports as well as a narrative residential report.

L-2 VALUATION PROCEDURES
The student will cover proving adjustments by market abstraction, by calculating depreciation, and by completing the

URAR Single Family Report and the SRAR Small Residential Income Property Report.

L-3 NATIONAL USPAP CoOuURSE
The student will receive a thorough understanding of the uniform standards governing the appraisal practice. These

standards are required by Title XI of the Financial Institutions Reform, Recovery and Enforcement Act of 1989 )FIRREA).

CR UNIFORM RESIDENTIAL URAR APPRAISAL REPORT
This course will prepare the student for the mandated appraisal exam. Two thousand hours of appraisal experience

must be obtained in not less than twenty-four months from initial licensure as apprentice.

C1 INcOME PROPERTY APPRAISAL
This course provides comprehensive coverage of the appraisal of real estate income property. Although, many of the

concepts apply to the appraisal of owner-occupied residential real estate, the focus is on properties that are purchased
by investors for their income potential. This course is a must-have for general appraisal certification examinees or
anyone interested in the income potential of investment properties.

APPRAISAL MCE
7 HR. NATIONAL USPAP UPDATE
This course is designed to aid appraisers in all areas of appraisal practice seeking updated competency in USPAP. The

student will be able to recognize valuation services that are not part of appraisal practice, identify services provided by
appraisers within appraisal practice, summarize the scope of work definition and identify key components of the scope
of work decision and identify the external tests for the acceptability of the scope of work.

ADVANCED APPRAISAL METHODS-INTERNAL RATE OF RETURN
This full day course is designed to train appraisers to compute an internal rate of return based on an income-producing

property’s net cash flows. Using financial calculators, students will be able to compare one investment with another,
based on their respective internal rates of return. In addition, the students will be able to estimate the value of a
property by comparing the internal rate of return produced by the property to the internal rate of return produced by
competitive investments.

ADVANCED APPRAISAL METHODS-YIELD CAPITALIZATION
This full day course is designed to train appraisers to use the techniques of yield capitalization to convert projected

income steams from a property into an estimate of the value of the property. The students will learn to value periodic
cash flows and the cash flow that comes from the sale of the property at the end of the holding period. Students will



also learn to select appropriate yield rates and how to use a financial calculator to discount an income stream and arrive
at an indication of value.

ADVANCED APPRAISAL METHODS-VALUATION OF PARTIAL INTERESTS
This course is designed to aid appraisers with identifying the many different types of partial interests, where the rights

regarding the property are divided among two or more owners. Leases, easements, cooperatives, condominiums,
timesharing, and properties on leased land are all discussed. The special skills required for estimating damage caused by
a partial taking through eminent domain and condemnation are also examined in detail. The students will become
familiar with the techniques to be used for estimating the value of these partial interests utilizing both tables and
popular financial calculators.

How To CRITIQUE AN APPRAISAL
This one-day forum explores appraisals submitted in support of assessment reduction requests. Participants should

leave with an enhanced ability to methodically review and critique reports for validity, credibility and reliability. Upon
completion of this course the participant will grasp the reasons for critiquing an appraisal, comprehend advocacy and
the role of the appraiser, and learn mass appraisal concepts and methodology. The participant will gain specific
knowledge in identifying the appraisal review concept, recognize appraisal report contents, identify appraisal report
requirements, know the appraiser and reviewer roles and obligations, and recognize potential appraisal report
deficiencies.

READING AND UNDERSTANDING LEASES
This one-day forum explores reading and understanding leases. Upon completion of this course the participant will

understand the concept of property rights, comprehend market rental data and understand lease types. The participant
will gain specific knowledge in how to compare lease provisions, comprehend types of rent and rental units of
comparison and review sample leases and related documents.

HoME INSPECTION
This 40-hour home inspection pre-licensing course is approved by the South Carolina Residential Builders Commission.

Successful completion of this course qualifies the student to take the Home Inspection exam. Home Inspection is taught
in affiliation with Home Pro Services, Inc. of Fall Church, Virginia, and meets the standards of practice and code of ethics
of the American Society of Home Inspectors, Inc. (ASHI). Home Inspection covers structural systems, exterior, roof
system, plumbing system (in lab), electrical system (in lab), heating and air conditioning system (in lab), interior,
insulation and ventilation.

APPRAISAL Courses (NEw COURSES)
QE1 - BAasic APPRAISAL PRINCIPLES
This introductory appraisal course provides an overview of real property concepts and characteristics, legal

consideration, value influences, real estate finance, types of value, economic principles, real estate markets and analysis,
and ethics in appraisal practice. Thorough discussion of appraisal principles, accompanied by practical examples,
provides a solid foundation in appraisal basics. A calculator is recommended. Tape recorders are not permitted during
class lecture sessions. Textbook required. 30-Hours.

QQE2 - BAsic APPRAISAL PROCEDURES
The basic appraisal course provides an overview of real estate appraisal approaches to valuation procedures, value,

property description, residential applications, commercial applications, improvement construction, home inspection,
and appraisal math. Through theory, case studies, and examples, the course offers practical application of appraisal
procedures. A calculator is recommended. Textbook required. 30-Hours.

QE3 - NATIONAL USPAP COURSE



The National USPAP course, 15-hour focuses on the requirements for ethical behavior and competent performance by

appraisers that are set forth in the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice (USPAP). This course is unique
in that it is developed by The Appraisal Foundation with assistance from the Education Council of Appraisal Foundation
Sponsors (ECAFS) and is revised on a periodic basis to stay current with the latest edition of USPAP. Textbook required.
15-Hours.
