EMT PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS
1. High School Diploma or GED

2. WIN or WorkKeys Test: Reading for Information, Applied Math, and Locating Skills. Level 5 (Gold) required on all three tests; or Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery (ASVAB) minimum score of 55
3. Approved criminal background check through SLED
4. Health Documentation Program Requirements must be completed
5. Must be 18 years of age prior to program completion
6. Must be physically fit and able to perform all the tasks required of an EMT 
7. A 90% attendance rate is mandatory for the entire 208 hour course (20.8 hours maximum absentee rate)  Students receiving tuition subsidies must attend the first day of class or tuition subsidies will be withdrawn. Three tardies is the equivalent of one absence
8. Passing average of 70% required for successful course completion
9. Purchase AAOS Textbook, Emergency Care & Transportation of the Sick and Injured, 11th edition; digital textbook not allowed.
10. National Registry exam fees: practical exam $100.00 for the four-station examination; written exam $70.00 at a PearsonVue Testing Center
 “In order to receive state certification, candidates must successfully complete the National Registry examination.  The National Registry requires full

disclosure of any felony convictions.  These past convictions may or may not prevent a candidate from becoming a National Registered EMT.  It is the responsibility of the candidate- not the State – to work out any problems with the National Registry.  (NREMT Phone Number 1-614-888-4484).”
